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Notice to ALL Open and Junior Surfing Victoria Competitors

Open and Junior Team Selection Policy

Surfing Victoria has been reviewing it’s open and junior team selection policy to allow us to gain greater alignment with the current Surfing Australia national open and junior team selection policy’s and to fulfil our goal of providing opportunity for our athletes to surf competitively at the highest possible level.

The outcome of this review is;

The selection in state open and junior teams will remain by invitation from Surfing Victoria.

The open and junior state rounds will still be the key consideration within the policy however athletes who are unable to compete in the minimum of 2 out of the 3 rounds will have the option of applying for team positions by written application.

The two key elements that will be taken into consideration for the granting of wild card team selection are;
· The athlete was competing at a higher level ASP or ISA rated events i.e. ASP World Qualifying Series or Pro Junior.
· The athlete was injured or had a medical condition that prohibited meeting the 2 out of 3 event criteria.

Please note in the case of junior surfers events such as Rip Curl GromSearch, Billabong Occy, O&E Rampage are not ASP or ISA rated events and will not be taken into consideration in any applications.

All applications will be considered by the Surfing Victoria technical committee and there will be no appeal system available to athletes requesting consideration for selection via this process.
